Further discussion ensued regarding lack of interest from federal government when City was attempting
to purchase the land, misinformation regarding lack of trail maps, importance of preservation, questions of
expected funding, deferred maintenance of existing national recreation areas, benefits versus risk and
costs, risk of counting on future funds, review of prior comment period and ad hoc committee, proposing
to Congresswoman Chu that opt-in/out language be included, and concerns that existing funding for the
City’s hillsides won't be sufficient on its own in the long run.

It was moved by Councilmember Adams, seconded by Councilmember Sheviin, to direct Staff to
draft a letter to Congresswoman Chu opposing inclusion of Monrovia in the National Recreation
Area Boundaries. Foliowing discussion, the motion carried unanimously.

It was moved by Councilmember Adams that Mayor Lutz, as representative to the San Gabriel
Council of Governments, send a letter to the COG rescinding Monrovia’s vote in support.
Councilmember Blackburn seconded the motion to allow for further discussion. Following
discussion regarding City Council policy on representatives casting votes at regional meetings on behalf
of the City Council, Councilmember Adams amended the motion to direct Staff to copy the COG on
the letter sent to Congresswoman Chu. The motion carried unanimously.

Carl Hassel, Director of Public Works, reviewed the Agenda Report.

Discussion ensued regarding clarification on the definition of carry out bags, effect of potential state
regulations passed after local regulations are adopted, concerns about making Monrovia an island
surrounded by cities without bag restrictions, education for voluntary participation versus a ban, and
delayed implementation/enforcement with extended education period. Staff noted small typographical
errors, specifically the placement of the word “or” in section 8.44.010(K) and the omission of reference to
Subsection K (4) in section 8.44.070, both of which would be corrected. Staff also provided clarification
regarding exemptions and enforcement through the Administrative Fine program. City Attorney Steele

Following additional discussion, it was moved by Councilmember Blackburn, seconded by
Councilmember Spicer, to introduce, waive further reading, and read by title only Ordinance No.
2014-02 with the revision to delay enforcement and penalties for a period of 120 following the
effective date. The motion carried on the following vote: AYES: Councilmembers Blackburn, Spicer,
and Mayor Pro Tem Lutz. NOES: Councilmember Adams and Mayor Pro Tem Spicer.

The City Attorney read the title of Ordinance No. 2014-02 as follows:

OF PLASTIC CARRYOUT BAGS AND RECYCLABLE PAPER BAGS AND PROMOTING THE USE OF
REUSABLE BAGS

Mayor Lutz called for a recess at 9:56 p.m. and reconvened the meeting at 10:08 p.m.

AR-2 Lease Agreement with Enterprise Fleet Maintenance Trust for an Open-Ended Lease of
Light-Duty Vehicles to replace certain Public Works, Community Services, and Community
Development Vehicles and including a Contract between Enterprise Fleet Management, Inc. for
Maintenance of Light-Duty Vehicles

Carl Hassel, Director of Public Works, reviewed the Agenda Report and provided clarification on the
amount available in the vehicle replacement fund, logistics for maintenance of the leased vehicles,
average and current annual maintenance costs, and how Staff arrived at the number of vehicles to be
replace under the proposed lease.

Following discussion, it was moved by Councilmember Adams, seconded by Counciimember Spicer
to approve the Lease and Maintenance Agreements with Enterprise Fleet Maintenance Trust and
Enterprise Fleet Management, Inc., for up to twenty-five (25) light-duty vehicles, and authorize the
City Manager to execute the necessary documents. The motion carried unanimously.

AR-3 Discussion on Proposed Legislation by Congresswoman Judy Chu Designating Various
Areas within the San Gabriel Valley as a National Recreation Area, Wild and Scenic, and

Wilderness
Interim City Manager Fran Delach reviewed the Agenda Report.

Mayor Lutz requested clarification on concerns stated by Interim City Manager Delach related to local
control. City Attorney spoke to the concerns stated by Staff in a letter dated April 30, 2014, specifically
that other organizations would make a determination as to what was “consistent with local plans” and
without direct representation on the boards mentioned, those making decisions would not have the same
accountability to Monrovia voters. Absent language in the bill to opt in or opt out, there was nothing to
include the City making findings or decisions on issues.

Discussion continued regarding how much legislative control the City would maintain if Monrovia were
included in the National Recreation Area, expanded promotion of the Hillside Wilderness Preserve
through NRA related websites, development of an NRA Management Plan and possible inclusion of the
City’s adopted Resource Management Plan.
